I need to make it clear to Parents, as I have done to 

the children, that we will not tolerate any violence at school, whether it is verbal or physical and 

whether it is aimed at property or other people. We are all responsible for our actions, no matter 

how much we may feel we are provoked. I will contact parents if children lose their cool at school 

and will pass on the cost of any damage that may result. As adults we must continue to model the 

behaviour we expect for the children and teach them what is acceptable and appropriate no matter 

what the circumstances.  I continue to thank all parents for their support in this matter.
