It was also great to meet and chat with the country’s new
Cardinal John Dew, and Sir Brother Pat Lynch who has lead the Catholic Office in Wellington for
more than 20 years.
Last week | was fortunate to travel with 25 Principals and Senior Leaders from our Manaiakalani
Cluster to visit schools in Christchurch, some of which are starting on the same journey we did
several years ago, with digital learning and using the Learn Create Share model of teaching. Most
of these schools have been dealing with huge change following the earthquakes which
devastated the city.
