My Coconut Scraping Experience

During Samoan language week my class did something special
and very exciting.

My mum came to school with coconuts and a coconut scraper in
a bag to teach us how to husk, open and scrape them. The day
before, my teacher said we were going to learn different things
about coconuts. For example “Where do they come from, how do
we get the milk out and how to open them?”

My mum told me she would bring my cousin, Meckie from Samoa
to demonstrate how to husk a coconut and get the coconut milk
out. My mum chose him to do it because he has experience
working with coconuts in his village in Samoa.

e ~ Firstly my mum said “Mekie will show us how to open a coconut.” He got out

a big, sharp knife and started it on the coconut and flipping it and it cracked

open like glass and fell to the ground. He gave it to me and mum told me that
the white inside was called the flesh of the coconut.

Next he showed us how to
get the flesh out of a coconut.
He sat down on the wood and
started to scrape the coconut,
turning it as he scraped it.
Mum said that we turn the
coconut so that when we
scrape it, we only get the
white flesh and not the brown
shell bits. | sat with my legs to
the side and had a go at
scraping. Meckle makes it look easy.

She told us the coconut shavings in Samoan are
called “Penu”.

Throat Swabbing Whole School —

Please read this special letter from Dr Alison Leversha concerning all our students.

Dear Parent/Guardian

Friday 9" June: Whole School Throat Swabbing

There has been an increase of Strep throat infections in the school over the
last few weeks. Because throat infections can spread between children and
untreated infections cause Rheumatic Fever, we will be checking every child
on Friday the 9" of June for Strep throat infection.

Whanau who have not consented to the school health clinic will not be
checked.

The School Health Team will contact you the following week if your child has
the strep bug and provide free antibiotics.

To prevent infections spreading it is important to finish all antibiotics, don’t
share drink bottles and regularly wash hands.

If your child develops a fever or becomes unwell please see your family doctor.

Just a reminder for parents and teachers — It is important for all whanau to
have sore throats checked. There are free sore throat clinics in the area.
